ScanSource Catalog v5 Format Documentation

Definitions:

Full Catalog
A Full Catalog is a complete listing of all items that ScanSource sells that the customer is authorized to purchase.
Delta Catalog
A Delta Catalog is a subset of items ScanSource sells, that the customer can buy, that have had a potential update to the customer's cost on the day of the catalog creation. The actual cost may or may not have changed but upstream factors that affect the cost have changed.
The file will only have items that have been repriced that day.
If a customer is set up for a Delta Catalog, The customer will receive a Full Catalog on the weekend.

Fields:
CustomerNumber
The customer ID in the ScanSource system.
DateGenerated
The system date for the ScanSource system in UTC at the time that the catalog pricing was published.
Region
The ScanSource Sales region that the catalog was generated for. 
Manufacturer
The name of the part manufacturer as recorded in the ScanSource system.

ManufacturerDivision
If one exists, this is the division of the Manufacture that item belongs to.

ManufacturerItemNumber
The item's identification number as generated by the item's manufacturer.

MFGCode
A code that is unique to each Manufacturer and consists of 2 or 3 alpha characters.

ScanSourceItemNumber
The item's identification number as generated by ScanSource. This may differ across the different ScanSource sales regions.

ContractPrice
The price at which the customer can buy the item from ScanSource at the time of the catalog creation.

ContractPriceCurrency
The currency of the value in the ContractPrice field.
MSRP
The manufacturer's suggested retail price.
MSRPCurrency
The currency of the value in the MSRP field. This field is not yet active. MSRPCurrency should be assumed to be 'USD' for North American operations and 'EUR' for European operations.
QuantityAvailable
The quantity that ScanSource has available for purchase at the time of the catalog creation.

BasicDescription
A short description of the item

EAN-UPC
Enhanced Catalog only
A code used to identify the item at retail locations. Along with the related EAN barcode, the UPC is the barcode mainly used for scanning of trade items at the point of sale, per GS1 specifications.
UNSPSC
Enhanced Catalog only
The United Nations Standard Products and Services Code; a hierarchical convention that is used to classify products and services

Serialized
Enhanced Catalog only
“true” if the item has a scan-able, barcoded serial number on the outside packaging; “false” if not.

ItemStatusValidFrom
Enhanced Catalog only
If the ItemStatus is anything other than “CU”, this is the effective date of that status.
DateAdded
Enhanced Catalog only
The date that this item was added to the ScanSource systems. This date may be blank for items that were imported from a prior system.

CountryOfOrigin
Enhanced Catalog only
The primary country in which the item is manufactured.

PackagedLength
Enhanced Catalog only
The numeric length of the carton/packaging that contains the item.

PackagedLengthUOM
Enhanced Catalog only
The unit of measure of the packaged length of the item.

PackagedWidth
Enhanced Catalog only
The numeric width of the carton/packaging that contains the item.

PackagedWidthUOM
Enhanced Catalog only
The unit of measure of the packaged width of the item.

PackagedHeight
Enhanced Catalog only
The numeric height of the carton/packaging that contains the item.

PackagedHeightUOM
Enhanced Catalog only
The unit of measure of the packaged height of the item.

GrossWeight
Enhanced Catalog only
The total weight of the item, including its packaging.

GrossWeightUOM
Enhanced Catalog only
The unit of measure of the item’s gross weight

Commodity-ImportCode
Enhanced Catalog only
For North America, this is also known as the Harmonized Tariff Schedule Code (HTS Code).  
For Europe, known as the Intrastat Code.

ProductHierarchy
Enhanced Catalog only
The 14-digit numeric representation of the concatenation of Product Hierarchies 1-4

ProductHierarchy1
Enhanced Catalog only
The broadest classification level of the item in ScanSource’s system
ProductHierarchy2
Enhanced Catalog only
The second, more specific level of classification of the item in ScanSource’s system.

ProductHierarchy3
Enhanced Catalog only
The third, and more specific level of classification of the item in ScanSource’s system (a repeat of ProductHierarchy2 if there is no further refinement from level 2)

ProductHierarchy4
Enhanced Catalog only
Also known as the Product Family; the most specific level of classification of the item in ScanSource’s system.

SellviaEDI
Enhanced Catalog only
Possible values: true / false. This field is used to indicate if ScanSource is allowed to sell the item via EDI. If false, then the item must be purchased manually.
SellviaWeb
Enhanced Catalog only
Possible values: 'true', 'false', 'view'.  Indicates if the item can be used on a website.
PublishedPricingDisplay
Enhanced Catalog only
indicates whether a website should show the price if a customer must call for pricing.

	Shopping Cart Only. (Actual customer's price is only available in the cart.)

	L
	List Price (MSRP) Only.

	C
	Call for Pricing. (Neither MSRP nor customer's price is displayed)

ProductFamily
Enhanced Catalog only
It is the last level (Level 4) of the Product Hierarchy and a grouping of similar products within a single manufacturer.
ProductFamilyDescription
Enhanced Catalog only
Text that states the value-proposition of a Product Family, and applies to all items in that Product Family

ProductFamilyImageURL
Enhanced Catalog only
The Scene7 image URL whose image represents all items inside a Product Family

ItemImageURL
Enhanced Catalog only
The Scene7 image URL whose image represents the specific item the URL is assigned to

SpecSheetURL
Enhanced Catalog only
The document URL link that directs you to the technical specs/datasheets of a specific item or Product Family.

SpecSheetLang 
Enhanced Catalog only
The language used in the file linked to in the SpecSheetURL field.
WebDescription
Enhanced Catalog only
The item-specific description that is typically longer and more detailed than the BasicDescription.
WebDescriptionLang
Enhanced Catalog only
The language used in the WebDescription data. This field is currently a placeholder for planned future functionality.
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
